Cosmetics (Nature’s Essence, Delhi) and
Home Furnishings (Monarch International, Delhi) had big stalls on display which
received a tremendous response in terms of sales and otherwise. The other visiting
Indian companies asserted that the business was basic and average. Paintings, from
an Indian artist from Delhi, which was a part of the exposition (not for sale) were
greatly appreciated. The Indian food stalls (Anand Caterers, Delhi) also made a
brisk business.

A, According to the event organizer, Mr Dhiraj Ahuja, Managing Director of
Global Link Overseas Ltd and Vice-President (African Region) of Shri Lal Mahal,
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exporters of Indian Rice, his maiden attempt in organizing such a fair was a huge
success which attracted more than 50,000 visitors. He also received a serious query
from the Currimjee group to be a franchisee of Shri Lal Mahal to distribute its rice
in the local market. He is reportedly planning another such event on similar lines in
